Since we are nearly a quarter of the way into this year | thought | would take a few
minutes to remind us what our theme for this year is. We spent the first 3 weeks in
January talking about being rooted. Our rooted theme this year is taken from 2

verses in Jeremiah 17. This passage helps us understand what a person whose roots

are in God looks like . Jeremiah 17:7 -8 (NIV) 7 "But blessed is the man who trusts in
the LORD, whose confidence is in him.
